Your data set should lead you to your pictures and graphs. For example, if you are sharing which species of birds depend on bugs in the leaf litter you could use bird outlines and write data on them. 
· The clear instructions for the reader to leave the leaves along with a leaf visual
· A Title. Your title should clearly specify the reason you are highlighting for leaving the leaves. Ie: Leave the Leaves to Protect our Watershed, or Leave the Leaves to Help The Strength of our Foodweb
· The sources of your data should be clearly listed (credits)
· Your name
